    I'm sure some students stretched as tall
    as they could to lie about their height.

    The first code is "show me a Monet,"
[11:46] Conan
    and we found a "yo" on the wall behind
    the painting in the principal's office.

    But there wasn't anything written
    there when I looked earlier.
[11:57] Conan
    In other words, you left fake answers
[12:03] Conan
    in all the places you thought
    the code could refer to
[12:06] Conan
    when we first split up and
    searched around the school,
[12:09] Conan
    knowing someone would find
    them on our second search.
[12:15] Conan
    That's why you didn't write an
    answer for "don't burn charm 89."

    Since the previous letters were yo-u-gu-shi,

    Akemi-chan painted the same location
    as my painting that won an award.

    Even though hers was clearly
    better, only I won an award.

    She probably wrote about
    that in her message.

    There's no way she'd do any of that!

    She was kind, considerate, and
    popular with the whole class.

    Artist don't go
    Doctor don't lie
    Don't burn charm 89
[16:20] Conan
    "Librarian Miyano Akemi" was
    oriented differently, right?
[16:26] Conan
    That's meant to represent herself
    doing her job as a school librarian.
[16:31] Conan
    So her name is the chair,
    and the code is the keyboard.
[16:37] Conan
    If you rotate the keyboard
    90 degrees clockwise
[16:43] Conan
    and connect the keys for
    mo-ne-mi-se-ra-re-ru (show me a Monet),
[16:49] Conan
    you get "shi."
[16:50] Conan
    Hi-ko-u-ki-o-so-e (plane attack)
[16:55] Conan
    is "i."
[16:56] Conan
    If you read the last bit of e-ka-ki-i-ku-na
    (artist don't go) as yu-ku-na,
[17:02] Conan
    you get "ku."
[17:04] Conan
    The fourth code, I-sha-u-so-ko-ku-na,
[17:10] Conan



    is "ko."
[17:12] Conan
    The 8 and 9 in 8-9-no-o-ma-mo-ri-ya-ku-na
    (don't burn charm 89) are the function keys.
[17:17] Conan
    When compared against the library's computer,
[17:23] Conan
    you get "ya."
[17:25] Conan
    String them together, and you get
[17:29] Conan
    animal shed (shiikugoya).
[17:35] Kobayashi
    I see.
[17:36] Conan
    And you came here because
    you figured that out, right?
[17:40] Yanagimachi
    Yeah.
[17:42] Kobayashi
    So, where's the capsule?
[17:44] Genta
    We found it.
[17:45] Ayumi
    It was taped to the roof of the shed.
[17:48] Mitsuhiko
    It was hidden behind a false roof.
[17:52] Conan
    And just in case it fell...
[17:55] Haibara
    This note was taped to the lid of the box.
SIGN    This is the 19th graduating class' time capsule! Please contact a teacher if found.

    Th-Then what about Akemi-chan's message?

    It was written right here,
[18:05] Conan
    on the back of a group photo.
SIGN    I hope all our dreams come true Class 6-A Miyano Akemi
[18:11] Conan
    It says, "I hope all our dreams come true."
[18:22] Seiko
    Akemi...
[18:27] Murata
    Akemi-chan...
[18:30] (Flashback) Akemi
    Be brave, Yanagimachi-kun.



[18:34] Yanagimachi
    Akemi...
SIGN    I hope all our dreams come true
    Class 6-A Miyano Akemi
[18:42] Conan
    Come to think of it, the teachers
    said the fire in the music room
[18:46] Conan
    was caused by the old
    AC unit short-circuiting.
