It's the principle of pulleys, right?

The small loops created along
the rope function as pulleys.
SIGN Force
SIGN Force

Each set of loops doubles,
quadruples, and octuples
[12:16] Okiya
the strength at which the rope pulls.
[12:19] Okiya
Since we're using rope rather than pulleys,
[12:22] Okiya
the strength isn't actually
octupled due to friction,

but if you use a light
and slippery enough rope,

| can see how she lifted him, but how

did she tie the rope to the seats?
[13:05] Amuro

That's simple.
[13:08] Amuro

First, after lifting the victim,
[13:10] Amuro

she temporarily secured the

rope by tying it to a nearby seat.
[13:14] Amuro

Then she wrapped a wire around the

rope leading upwards around here.
[13:19] Amuro

Once the rope coming from the

ceiling is secured using the wire,
[13:23] Amuro

the remaining rope can be untied

and reattached to the seat,
[13:27] Amuro

and the wire can be removed.
[13:29] Amuro

The best part of the shipping knot

is that it can be untied easily
[13:33] Amuro

since it doesn't actually create any knots,

but if it's done using a brand new rope,
[13:36] Amuro

then it leaves behind telltale marks.
[13:39] Amuro

That's why after retying

the rope to the seat,
[13:43] Amuro

you cut the end using the

box cutter in the tool box,
[13:46] Amuro

and left it coiled next to the tool

box at the edge of the stage, right,

Enjo-san?

You can't assume she did it just because

Since the rope found at the crime scene was
in loops about the size of Ran-neechan's feet,

we thought the rope might have been
coiled by the smaller manager.

So after seventeen years,

the manager's feelings for
Hado turned into hate.

Hey, you shouldn't say that.

We're still not sure that she did it.

Contact lenses.
[14:49] Conan
As his manager, you must've noticed
[14:52] Conan
Hado-san was wearing contact lenses
to make his irises look larger.

Y-Yes.

| noticed after looking at
Hado-san's driver license
[14:59] Conan



and comparing it to the images

the magazine reporter took today.

One of the lenses is stuck to your back.

What?

Do you mind?

While you were lifting his body,

one of them fell onto your clothes.

After supporting him for seventeen
