    Thank you.

    I was impressed.

    I dunno about that 100% sales tax, though.
[50:12] Taichi
    Tell me about it! What the heck?

    I really wouldn't take her
    that seriously, to be honest.

    She already stopped making sense when
    she decided to win the Nobel Prize.
[50:20] Hamano
    I could see her becoming president, though.

    Next up, TOOBOE-san, go ahead.
[52:31] Tooboe
    I'm TOOBOE, it's nice to meet you.

    Thanks for coming.
[52:34] Tooboe
    I kinda get the feeling everyone wants
    to hurry up and get to Ano-chan...
[52:38] Ano
    That's not true!
[52:40] Tooboe
    Don't worry about the guy in black.
[52:42] Mukai
    That is your whole look, today.
[52:43] Tooboe
    I'm glad to be here.
[52:44] Mukai
    Thanks for coming.
[52:47] Mukai
    And now let's hear from Ano-chan.
[52:49] Ano
    Hi, I'm Ano, thanks for having me.
[52:51] Mukai
    Thanks for coming!

    Are those chainsaws?

    They sure are.

    They're not quite symmetrical, too.

    I came today in the outfit

    And how the project would shape up,
    with all the different artists involved.

    It was a real mix of different feelings.

    Would you say you felt the same kind
    of anticipation that the viewers did?

    I think so. I was really
    looking forward to it.

    That's good. You really
    had a earnest reaction.

    Let's talk to Syudou-san, too.
    What did you think at the time?

    Well, at first, I couldn't believe it.

    Before the anime was even in production,
    this was a story that I really loved

    and wanted to be involved in.

    So when I first heard that I was gonna
    be involved, I was like, "For real?!"

    You didn't believe it at first?
[55:09] Syudou
    Right.
[55:10] Syudou
    And as the meetings and such started
    to happen, I got the chance to visit MAPPA,

    and talking with all the different staff,

    elaborate for a practical joke."

    And is that still a possibility, then?

    It is?! After all this?

    That is an interesting question, right.

    If you could take the lead here,
    since we've actually got two questions.

    Well, regarding the episode,

    the folks at MAPPA actually told me
    I would be working on episode 4.
[56:57] Tooboe
    And they gave me a look
    at the storyboard for it.

    Naturally, I had read the manga,
    so I knew the sequence of events involved...

    So, knowing it would end on
    the scene with grabbing Power's boob,

    they asked me to do a song about her
    that would follow that moment.

    I honestly thought, "Are you
    sure you want me for this?"

    You felt that, too?
[57:21] Tooboe
    I wondered if a girl would be better
    suited to singing a song about Power.
[57:27] Tooboe
    But I thought about why they
    would have picked me for the job...
[57:32] Tooboe
    And made the song trying
    to represent my perspective,
[57:38] Tooboe
    or really more Denji's perspective on Power.
[57:42] Takahashi
    Thank you so much!
[57:44] Mukai
    Hearing all that, it makes you
    think about how it was created.
[57:47] Mukai
    And considering we saw
    the complete version first,
[57:50] Mukai
    it always seemed like a perfect fit.
[57:51] Takahashi
    That's true.
[57:53] Mukai
    That's really interesting.
[57:54] Mukai
    Let's hear from Ano-chan, too.
[57:57] Ano
    Well, MAPPA said they
    wanted me to do episode 7.
[58:03] Ano
    And I thought... "Wow, this is a crazy one."
[58:07] Mukai



    That is true!
    Once you find out what it's about.
[58:10] Ano
    And since I'd read the manga too,
[58:12] Ano
    and considering the story changes so much
    starting with the next episode...

    It's like the last scene
    before that big change.

    And just like TOOBOE-san, I wondered...

    And really, during any part of the process,

    was there any particular moment where you
    thought, "That's it!" in terms of inspiration?
[59:51] Artists
    Oh, right.
[59:53] Sakata
    Like, were you in any particular place
    at the time, like at home on the sofa maybe.
[59:57] Sakata
    I was curious about that.
[59:59] Mukai
    Interesting. What was the moment
    that the song really came to you?

    Let's find out.

    What do you think? Syudou-san.
[1:00:05] Syudou
    Well, it tends to change over time,
     but recently, I bought a car.
[1:00:14] Syudou
    And when I'm driving,
    I'll sometimes have moments
[1:00:16] Syudou
    where I'm like, "Wait, what
    if I did this? That'd be great!"
[1:00:21] Syudou
    But because I'm driving,
    I can't take a voice memo,

    so I'll pull over and sing really loud, and
    get really weird looks from pedestrians.

    And then once I'm done it's like,
    "Okay, done!" and I head home.

    that inspiration comes to you out
    of nowhere and you have to take a voice memo?

    That really proves how it works
    differently for everyone, then.

    Thank you so much.
[1:02:39] Sakata
    Thanks.

    Okay, Fairouz-san, you're up.
[1:02:42] Fairouz
    Okay, here's my question!

    If you were going to form a band with



    anyone in Chainsaw Man, who would it be?

    I see. I wonder who would it be?

    Let's keep the momentum going...

    I wonder who.

    but I personally think
    Aki would be a good choice.

    That was fast!
[1:04:18] Taichi
    He's really raring to go.
[1:04:20] Sakata
    I'll be waiting when season two happens.
[1:04:22] Syudou
    I think the thing with Aki is
    that he's managing to live his life
[1:04:27] Syudou
    despite being surrounded by a pair of maniacs,
[1:04:30] Syudou
    and I tend to be pretty lazy
    about booking studio time...
[1:04:33] Syudou
    So I'd appreciate having him around to



    look after the details and complex stuff.

    That sounds like you want
    him for your management!
[1:04:39] Toya
    Is that really part of the band?
[1:04:40] Sakata
    I'll take care of it.
[1:04:42] Mukai
    For errands?
[1:04:44] Mukai
    It'd really make me feel more relaxed
[1:04:46] Cast
    I'd like to see that.
[1:04:47] Mukai
    True.
[1:04:48] Sakata
    I think he'd look good with a bass.
[1:04:50] Fairouz
    I could see that.
[1:04:51] Fairouz
    Sort of a power player,
    who stays out of the spotlight.
[1:04:54] Syudou
    He's got that real stable vibe.
[1:04:56] Mukai
    I see.
[1:04:57] Mukai
    That sounds like a pretty sincere pick!
[1:04:59] Fairouz
    Yeah!
[1:05:01] Mukai
    And yet Toya-san wasn't picked...
[1:05:04] Toya
    Why, though?!
[1:05:06] Toya
    To be honest, I think that Syudou-san's music,
[1:05:09] Toya
    or maybe his state of mind
    has a lot in common with Denji.

    And I think Syudou-san mentioned

    but you know how iekei-style ramen is a style?
[1:06:27] Hamano
    It's so good, too.
[1:06:28] Syudou
    And there are a few places,
    I'm not gonna mention by name,
[1:06:30] Syudou
    but I'm like, "This is not iekei."
[1:06:33] Cast
    That makes sense.
[1:06:34] Syudou
    They're good, too, and maybe it's just me,
    but I'm like, "This is not real iekei ramen."

    I didn't mean about ramen



    in particular, though.
