    They're both 4WD vehicles, but the 5 is
    handicapped by being a mid-engine car.

[19:33] Commentator
    But Aiba's Nissan GTR is still picking up
    speed out of those sharp exits!
[19:38] Commentator
    How well can he defend his position?
    It's impossible to look away!

    Behind them is the battle for fifth.
[19:52] Commentator
    Whoa! And the Ferrari takes off!
[19:55] Commentator
    Akaba Kaito is looking fierce!

    Now he's used to the racing,
    he's showing his true might!

    He jumps up into fifth!

    A great example of how your placing
    in qualifying doesn't matter at all!
