[18:43] Cian
    It's also the role of
    the House of Tuatha Dé
[18:46] ---
    to be abandoned if our
    assassinations are exposed.
[18:50] Cian
    Even if we don't make a single mistake,
[18:53] ---



    our clients could leak
    some information about us.
[18:57] Cian
    I registered you as Illig Balor so you'd
    be able to live as a different person
[19:01] ---
    if you were abandoned by the kingdom.
